The number of producerale#lo§$100,000 or more
dropped Jercent to 2,919 for 2009 from 3,019 in 2008.

Area Used for Production: In the 15State programptal covered area for floriculture crop production was
806million square feet. However, these data are not comparatiie 2008 revised area of 756 million square

feet due to the combined data collection efforts of the Census of Horticulture and the Annual Floriculture Survey.

These largest operations account fop8écent of the tal value of floriculture crops, but comprise only

45 percent of all producers. California contributedo2scent of the total wholesale value in theStates.

Florida ranks second with J#rcent; while Michigan, North Carolina, and Texas round oubiné States
accounting for 1@ercent, percent, and percent of the total, respectively.

Bedding/Garden Plants: The wholesale value of bedding and garden plants, at 8illi8h, is down 2percent
from the previous year.
